Application instructions, with deadlines, are attached and are also available online at diometuchen.org/tuition-
assistance. Please note, you are responsible for completing the Parish Verification Form, getting it signed by your
Pastor, and returning it to the school or schools where you plan to send your children. If you are enrolling children
in more than one school, you should submit a copy of the completed, signed Parish Verification form to the additional
school/s.

Families applying for financial aid must complete an online application at https://online.factsmgt.com/aid. The application
period opens January 1, 2023 and will officially close on March 31, 2023. Awards will be announced on or about the first week
of June 2023.

Online applications are available in Spanish and English. The application fee is $40 and must be paid online at the time you
submit your application. Forms of payment include debit cards, most major credit cards, or an electronic check.

ELIGIBILTY
To be eligible to apply for School Financial Aid:

e Student must be Roman Catholic;

® Student must be entering grades K-12 in September 2023 —scholarships are not awarded to children entering Preschool,
although they should be included on the FACTS online application;

e Student must be attending one of our 21 diocesan, parochial, or regional elementary schools, or Immaculata or St. Thomas
Aquinas High School; and

e Student must be officially registered in one of the parishes within the Diocese of Metuchen, and families must submit a
Parish Verification Form to the school/s where they plan to enroll their child/ren by March 31. A copy of the completed,
signed Parish Verification form may be used by families enrolling children in more than one school (see list of eligible
schools and parishes on reverse side or go to www.diometuchen.org/tuition-assistance to view a list or print the form).

* All families must submit a completed, signed Parish Verification Form to each school their child/ren plan to attend or
their FACTS online application will not meet the eligibility requirements for Diocese of Metuchen School Financial Aid
and will not be processed.
